5.  Approval/Disapproval of Consent Agenda, Vouchers and Minutes:

Approval/Disapproval, of Agenda, and Minutes for the Regular Town Meeting on January 6th, 2015. Mayor Pro-Tem George Immerwahr made a motion to approve the agenda, and minutes, followed with a second from Councilperson Barbara Chung.  All in favor and motion carried.   There was a question from Councilperson Juanita Carrillo concerning the vouchers and having them in the packets prior to the meeting.  Town Clerk Suzan Brazil stated that it was an oversight on her part that they were not in the packet.  They will be in the packet at the next meeting.  Also, Councilperson Juanita Carrillo could come by the City Hall and pick up any of the Vouchers she wanted to catch up on them for her file.
6. DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORTS:
a. Police Department – Chief Chung began his report by stating that it had been a quite two weeks with only one B&E south of Town and that the Housing Authority had a tablet stolen from the office, it was returned and an arrest was made.  Animal Control, Mark Nachazel was introduced to the Council and he stated that he was glad to be given the opportunity to work for the Town and had made his first capture of one canine.  To continue with the PD report Chief Chung reported that the weather had been awful and caused a lot of mud on the streets which had resulted in one citation for the deliberate destruction of the roads in a truck.
b. Utility Department – Richard Torres reported that the weather had created a lot of snow pushing and cleaning of streets and parking lots.  It also froze water lines and caused some water leaks at the homes of residents.  They read the gas and water meters for the bills to go out and did some re-reads on gas meters for customers.  Worked on the roads and repaired potholes.
c. EMS and Fire Department – Wayne Jones and Jeannie Archuleta were not at the meeting to give a report.   
d. Financial Administration- Suzan Brazil reported on the City Hall being really busy with calls for maintenance and the snow removal.  
e. Announcements from Mayor and Council.  Mayor Pro-Tem George Immerwahr gave an update on the EMWT moving along.  The next meeting will be next Tuesday.
7. OLD BUSINESS: 
a. MRCOG Salt Missions Trail Information on the cost of signage.  Valerie Hernanson and Sandy Gaiser.  Ms. Gaiser gave the Council a report of how much the signs cost, and was requesting that the Town purchase four signs.  Two of the signs will be place on Hwy 60 running East and West and the other two on Hwy 55 running North and South.  After discussion from the Council it was decided to make inquiries to Torrance County on the amount that was donated for the smaller communities and not to Mountainair.  Also, it was decided to table this item until the next meeting.  A motion was made by Councilperson Barbara Chung to table and a second by Councilperson Juanita Carrillo.  All in favor and motion carried.
8. NEW BUSINESS:   
a.  Update on Mountainairnm.gov website – Edwina Hewett.  Ms. Hewett spoke to the Council and Mayor on what needed to be done with the website and ask permission to go ahead and have the passwords changed and remove all unauthorized accounts.  The Council did give approval to do this and clean up the clutter on the site.  Ms. Hewett did express that she wanted to work on this because she was a part of the community and wanted to offer her services at no charge to the Town and make the site more inviting to people who viewed it.  She did state that it would be about three weeks before she could show more of the improved site.
b.  Update on Bids for Heliport – Mayor Riley.  Mayor Riley stated that the Town had just received the materials from WHPacific and would be making individual copies to give to the Council by the next meeting.
