5.  Approval/Disapproval of Consent Agenda:
Approval/Disapproval, of Agenda and Minutes for the Regular Town Meeting on March 17th, 2015.  Mayor Pro-Tem George Immerwahr made a motion to approve the agenda and minutes, followed with a second from Councilperson Larry Zamora.  All in favor and motion carried.    
6. DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORTS:
a. Police Department – Chief Chung began his report by stating that there were only two arrest, one was the driver of the white car that we have received so many calls on the other was a student at the High School who had a brought to school a deadly weapon.  There were a few breaking and entering of houses which were abandoned, but otherwise it was quite.  Animal Control Officer Mark Nachazel took in four canines; three were given back to owners and one transport to Torrance County.  Officer Nachazel is also continuing to do the clean up on properties around Town.  On a higher note the Police Department has purchased a new-used vehicle for the Department for the price of $13,000.00.  One of the older cars has been totally worn out and they will use it as a spare vehicle to just patrol inside the City Limits.  The new one will arrive soon.  
b. Utility Department – Richard Torres passed out his written report to the Council and Mayor.  Councilperson Larry Zamora asks for STOP signs to be place at certain intersections because of the heavy traffic during the day.  Richard stated that they did have some extras to do that.  Councilperson Juanita requested that Harding Street be graded when the crew was doing the roads.  Richard stated that they did need to finish Cedardale Lane and Harding was an intersection there and would take care of it also.
c. EMS and Fire Department – Wayne Jones and Jeannie Archuleta were not at the meeting to give a report.  The Council requested to the Mayor to have someone from the Department to be at one of the meetings to give a report of the Fire and Rescue.  Mayor Riley stated that he would get someone to attend. 
d. Financial Administration- Suzan Brazil reported that the Office was staying busy and was getting ready for quarterly reports to go out.
e. Announcements from Mayor and Council.  Mayor Pro-Tem George Immerwahr gave an update on the EMWT and that they had received a planning grant.

This bid went to Bohannon Huston.  Roy Gibson was at the meeting and stated that he was glad to be working for the Town.

d. Health Fair/Benefit Dance – Kevin Turner was not present to discuss the Health Fair or Benefit Dance.  There was a motion by Councilperson Juanita Carrillo to table until the next meeting and a second by Councilperson Barbara Chung.

a. Executive Session was called at 6:30 pm with a motion from Councilperson Larry Zamora and a second from Mayor Pro-Tem George Immerwahr followed  by a roll call vote of all for by Mayor Riley being all for.
b. Reconvene from Executive Session at 7:25 pm with a motion from Mayor Pro-Tem George Immerwahr and a second from Councilperson Larry Zamora followed by roll call vote from Mayor Riley being all for.  There were no decisions made at this time on the bids for the Multipurpose Metal Building.  Councilperson Barbara Chung stated there needed to be more clarification on the specs of the building.  A motion was made to that affect by Councilperson Barbara Chung and a second by Councilperson Juanita Carrillo.  All in favor and motion carried.
