5.  Approval/Disapproval of Consent Agenda:
Approval/Disapproval, of Agenda and Minutes for the Regular Town Meeting on May 19, 2015.  Mayor Pro-Tem George Immerwahr made a motion to approve the agenda and minutes, with the amendment to add Karen Kendall on the agenda, followed with a second from Councilperson Barbara Chung.  All in favor and motion carried.    
6. DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORTS:
a. Police Department – Chief Chung began his report by stating that there was one grand larceny arrest with a full confession.  He was sad to report that there had been vandalism on the old City Hall which is still under investigation at this time.  There has been a report of shoplifting at the Family Dollar with no charges made; the suspects were ban from the store.  The Torrance County Sheriff’s Office has made an arrest at Abo on a warrant which Mountainair Police Department assisted.  The Teen Program is still in the early stages and will be accepting applicants from the age of 11-17 years of age.  Chief Chung also reported that the Karate Trainer can and they had a very informative meeting.  He also stated that he attended a meeting on Truancy for the Schools at Moriarty.  Chief Chung and Officer Whatley will be attending the services for Officer Greg Banner later on this week.  Officer Whatley was a friend of Officer Banner.  There were questions from Councilperson Larry Zamora on the Code Enforcement working on some of the abandoned buildings.  Chief Chung explained that they were still working on that list.  Councilperson Larry Zamora also asked about the dog situation, with explanation from Chief Chung he had stated that Animal Control Officer Mark Nachazel had one escape from the kennel today while he was cleaning it.  Councilperson Barbara Chung asked how the skunk problem was going.  Chief Chung responded that they had gotten new traps and was continuing to trap and release.  Councilperson Larry Zamora asked if the Town had planned to do any summer jobs for the kids.  Chief Chung stated that there was a high liability on hiring youth for summer jobs and Mayor Riley stated that there were some programs in place with other entities for them to check into.

b. Utility Department – Richard Torres passed out his written report to the Council and Mayor.    
c. EMS and Fire Department – Wayne Jones and Jeannie Archuleta were not at the meeting to give a report.   
d. Financial Administration- Suzan Brazil working on the Budget to be sent to DFA.
e. Announcements from Mayor and Council.  Mayor Pro-Tem George Immerwahr gave an update on the EMWT and that they had provided maps for the Estancia Basin and they were available in the City Hall if anyone was interested.

There was also discussion on who was going to be in charge of the July 4th Fest ivies.  Councilperson Juanita Carrillo suggested that the Athletic Group do this event.  We will have to ask and go from there.  After a lengthy discussion the meeting moved on.
