5.  Approval/Disapproval of Consent Agenda:
Approval/Disapproval, of Agenda and Minutes for the Regular Town Meeting on June 17th, 2015.  Mayor Pro-Tem George Immerwahr made a motion to approve the agenda and minutes, with one correction, followed with a second from Councilperson Juanita Carrillo.  All in favor and motion carried.    
6. DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORTS:
a. Police Department – Chief Chung began his report by stating that there were no problems on the July 4th event except a couple of concerns on the shooting of fireworks early in the morning hours and it was taken care of by officers on duty.  The Parade was a hit and went with no incidents.  Only one of the car entries did a few burn-outs that raised some concerns with the spectators.  It will be addressed before next year so it doesn’t happen again.  There were three arrest made for different issues. Two burglaries at two different locations, one at the Shaffer and one at the old building of the Manzano Mountain Arts.  Two reports of property damage.  He also stated that the Animal Control Officer Mark Nachazel would be coming off of probation and what a great job he has done thus far.
b. Utility Department – Richard Torres gave his report of fixing streets, grading the roads, fixing the pot holes and having the brush hog tractor repaired to start mowing the weeds starting across the viaduct where they seem to be the tallest and we have received request from residents to start there first.
c. EMS and Fire Department – Wayne Jones and Jeannie Archuleta were not at the meeting to give a report.   
d. Financial Administration- Suzan Brazil working on the closing of the fiscal year and getting ready for the Auditors for next week.  Also, researching for the website thru other Municipalities to see how they are working on what they have so we can begin cleaning up the site and make it more informative.  There was discussion on this matter from Councilperson Barbara Chung to have an update given to the Council on how it is going in the next two months and go from there.
e. Announcements from Mayor and Council.  Mayor Pro-Tem George Immerwahr gave an update on the EMWT and that they was a meeting on July 17th, at 7:00 pm.
7. OLD BUSINESS: 
a. Update on Town Website.  This was discussed under Financial Administration.
8. NEW BUSINESS:   
a. MMAC to address Mayor and Council on Wine Tasting Event – Kent Potter.  Mr. Potter gave to the Council and Mayor information of who, what, where, why and how this event would take place.  There was discussion on what the charges would be and how long this would last.  There will also be food provided either by vendors or by the MMAC.  Mr. Potter also stated that if the Council had any more questions they were encouraged to call the Director of Alcohol and Gaming, the number is on the handout.  After all of discussion on this matter there was a motion from Councilperson Barbra Chung to go ahead with the Wine Tasting Event followed by a second from Mayor Pro-Tem George Immerwahr.  All in favor and motion carried.
b. Approval to amend Ordinance 6-1-15 Office and Court Hours.  The Town Clerk read the Ordinance and then stated that the only change would be the time, the day and number of hours worked would stay the same.  There was a motion made by Councilperson Juanita Carrillo to amend the time on the ordinance to be 8:00 am to 11:00 am Monday thru Thursday.  A second from Mayor Pro-Tem George Immerwahr.  All in favor and motion carried.
c. Approval to remove Animal Control Officer Mark Nachazel off probation.  A motion from Mayor Pro-Tem George Immerwahr to remove Animal Control Officer Mark Nachazel off probation.  A second from Councilperson Barbara Chung.  All in favor and motion carried.
d. Approval to amend Personnel Policy Ordinance 11-1-16 (F1-3).  At this time there was a motion to go to Executive Session from Councilperson Juanita Carrillo to discuss personnel matters concerning the Personnel Policy Ordinance.  A second from Mayor Pro-Tem George Immerwahr.
