5.  Approval/Disapproval of Consent Agenda:
Approval/Disapproval, of Agenda, Final Budget and Minutes for the Regular Town Meeting on September 1st, 2015.  Mayor Pro-Tem George Immerwahr made the motion to approve the agenda and minutes.  This was followed by a second from Councilperson Barbara Chung.  All in favor and motion carried.
6. DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORTS:
a. Police Department – Chief Chung stated that they had a call of a man running with a chain saw which was apprehended.  There was a call of one person with battery to his mother.  One call of attempted suicide, which ended without any problems.  The department recovered one stolen chain saw.  And there were a few calls on unruly teens.  The good news was that the Sun Flower Festival was great, and Chief Chung stated that this was probably the best one yet.  It went with no problems and was really nice.
b. Utility Department – Richard Torres was at the meeting and gave his report of reading meters and changing out of some meters.  During August there was no water problems to speak of and there is plenty of water.  The sewer lines are running well with just a few that have been clogged.  The mowing of weeds in the alley and down the street sides are under way.  The PRC came to do inspection on the gas line on August the 10th thru the 14th.  They also looked at anode readings and some of the saddle taps.  Also, there was some chip sealing going on down some more of the streets.  Councilperson Juanita Carrillo wanted to report the asphalt behind the grade school needed to be repaired.  Richard Torres told her that they had already fixed it this morning.
c. EMS and Fire Department – The Fire Department and EMS was given by Phillip Nelson.  There were nine EMS runs, two PHI airlift and four fires.   
d. Financial Administration- Office is running well and working on getting the website up and running again.
e. Announcements from Mayor and Council.  Mayor Pro-Tem George Immerwahr stated that the EMWT was having a meeting on September 22nd at 6:30pm.
7. OLD BUSINESS: 
a. Approval of the closed street, alley and the correction of the location of the water tower for the Mountainair Public Schools.  A motion was made by Councilperson Larry Zamora to approve the already closed streets and alley and to correct the map for the location of the Water Tower at the school.  A second was given by Mayor Pro-Tem George Immerwahr.  All in favor and motion carried.
8. NEW BUSINESS:   
a. Update on the Comprehensive Plan – Bohannan Huston.  Roy Gibson called Tuesday morning to ask the Council to table this item until the next meeting September 15th.  The NMFA did not have all of the documentation ready to present to the Council at this time and Bohannan Huston would bring everything to the next meeting.  A motion was made by Councilperson Juanita Carrillo to table this item until the next meeting on September 15th, 2015.  A second from Councilperson Larry Zamora.  All in favor and motion carried.
b. Debbie Ortiz to address Mayor and Council – Estancia Valley Resource Directory.  Ms. Ortiz began her presentation by handing out copies of the Directory to the Mayor, Council and Town Clerk.  She stated that this program was funded by a small grant the Torrance County received and the copies of the Directory was the final result.  She also stated that she was please to come to the meeting and address the Mayor and Council on this issue and if there was anything that she could do for us she would be glad to help.
c. Approval of Representatives for EVSWA Board.  There was a motion to appoint and approve Chester Riley and Bill Williams to represent the Town of Mountainair on the EVSWA Board by Councilperson Barbara Chung and a second by Mayor Pro-Tem George Immerwahr.  All in favor and motion carried.  The Mayor and Council signed the letter to be taken to the next meeting of the EVSWA Board.

d. Approval of Resolution #2015-08 Adopting Infrastructure Capital Improvement Plan (ICIP).  A motion to approve the Resolution #2015-08 was made by Mayor Pro-Tem George Immerwahr to approve and a second by Councilperson Barbara Chung.  Roll call vote was taken by Mayor Riley of all for and motion carried.
