5.  Approval/Disapproval of Consent Agenda:

6. DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORTS:
a. Police Department – Chief Chung stated that this had been a quite week.  There were two arrests, both with warrants, one overdose, two larcenies and one truancy report.  The Football game went well, except the High School lost.  The Animal Control Officer Mark Nachazel resigned with his two week notice given to the Town on Monday.  There have been no applications taken in for the Police Department as of present.  
b. Utility Department – Richard Torres reported that everything was going about the same as the last two weeks.  We will start reading meters and still working on the roads and mowing the alley ways.  Councilperson Juanita Carrillo ask if they would be using the new handhelds this time.  Richard stated that the new program was not finished yet and as soon as Bob Morales gets it in they would start.
c. EMS and Fire Department – Phillip Nelson was ill and did not attend the meeting to give his report.
d. Financial Administration- The Office is doing fine and we are working on setting up the website and getting things done.
e. Announcements from Mayor and Council.  Mayor Pro-Tem George Immerwahr stated that the EMWT was having a meeting on September 22nd at 6:30pm.
7. OLD BUSINESS: 
a. Approval of the Comprehensive Plan – Bohannan Huston.  This item was tabled by a motion from Councilperson Barbara Chung and a second from Councilperson Juanita Carrillo to be placed on the next agenda.

a. Glenn Fulfer to address the Mayor and Council on Frontier Communities Initiative.
