5.  Approval/Disapproval of Consent Agenda:
Approval/Disapproval, of Agenda and Minutes for the Regular Town Meeting on October 19th, 2015 Mayor Pro-Tem George Immerwahr made the motion to approve the agenda and minutes.  This was followed by a second from Councilperson Larry Zamora.  All in favor and motion carried.    
6. DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORTS:
a. Police Department – Chief Chung stated that there had been two burglaries, one at the Senior Center and the other at the Turner Inn.  There was also vandalism at the Civic Library with the front window shot out by a pellet gun.  With this and several other incidents that have happened at the Library it was suggested that the WI-FI be turned off after working hours.  This will stop the hanging around the building and maybe less destruction will occur.  Chief Chung and Mayor Riley did interview eight applicants this past two weeks and have recommended two people for hire.  One for the Police Department Alfredo Turrieta, and for Animal Control / Code Enforcement Officer Deavon Kayser.  Which Chief Chung stated was on the agenda as an action item under new business.
b. Utility Department – Richard Torres gave his report on fixing potholes and repairing of the streets.  Working on the intersections and shoulders.  Also, winterizing the concession stand at the Rodeo Grounds and the air conditioners at the Community Building.  Reading of the gas and water meters and changing out of gas meters and working on sewer problems.  They also worked at the disposal plant and took water samples for the month.
c. EMS and Fire Department – The EMS and Fire Department report was given by Phillip Nelson.  Mr. Nelson stated that there were five EMS runs and no Fire runs for the month.  With no questions the meeting moved on.
d. Financial Administration- Suzan Brazil stated that the office was running smoothly and was glad to be back to work.  The website was coming along and needed to gather information from each department to send to Bryan.
e. Announcements from Mayor and Council.  Mayor Pro-Tem George Immerwahr stated that the EMWT was having a meeting on October 27th  at 6:30pm.
7. OLD BUSINESS: 
a. Councilperson Barbara Chung to address the Council to “rethink use of monies for banner brackets”.  Ms. Chung presented the Council and Mayor with the Lodger’s Tax Ordinance and also the Ordinance from Santa Fe to use as a guideline for some changes that might need to be made on the one for the Town.  After discussion on this matter there was a motion to table this item until the next meeting from Councilperson Barbara Chung.  A second from Councilperson Larry Zamora to table until the next meeting and pass the information to the Lodger’s Tax Board.  All in favor and motion carried.
8. NEW BUSINESS:   
a. Approval for Fire Department to use the Old MVD Office.  Mayor Chester Riley stated that the old office was going to be used for the Court Room and the Court Room would become part of the Police Department so there would be more room for the Officers.  After discussion it was suggested that we look for a different room for the Fire Department to use.  A motion was made by Councilperson Barbara Chung to table this matter until the next meeting.  A second from Mayor Pro-Tem George Immerwahr.  All in favor and motion carried.
b. Approval to hire a Certified Police Officer.   There was a recommendation for Chief Chung to hire Alfredo C. Turrieta.  After he introduced Mr. Turrieta to the Council there was a motion from Councilperson Larry Zamora to hire Alfredo.  There was a second from Mayor Pro-Tem George Immerwahr.  All in favor and motion carried.
c. Approval to hire a Animal Control / Code Enforcement Officer.  Chief Chung recommended to the Council Deavon Kayser for this position.  He stated that Deavon was born and raised here in Mountainair and would be perfect for this job.  Chief Chung asked him to address the Council and tell them why he would like to work for the Town.   After Deavon addressed the Council there was a motion from Councilperson Larry Zamora to hire and a second from Mayor Pro-Tem George Immerwahr.  All in favor and motion carried.
