5.  Approval/Disapproval of Consent Agenda:
Approval/Disapproval, of Agenda and Minutes for the Regular Town Meeting on August 18th, 2015.  Councilperson Juanita Carrillo made the motion to approve the agenda and minutes with one request to move item b ahead of the Department Head Reports so Mr. Hendricks can attend the School Board Meeting.  This was followed by a second from Councilperson Barbara Chung.  All in favor and motion carried.
6. DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORTS:
a. Police Department – Chief Chung stated that he had an interview with an applicant for the Police Department.  There was also a report of two dogs fighting and one person bit and the dog impounded.  One person arrested for stealing cigarette butts from behind the City Hall.  Two breaking and entering after the fact and trash containers being stolen, one other was Officer Torrez helped arrest a young man out on highway 55 running with a chain saw.
b. Utility Department – Richard Torres was not at the meeting, he was reading meters because the department was one man short.  Councilperson Larry Zamora reported to the Mayor that there was a road in dire need of attention; the road is the one by the Dunlap resident.
c. EMS and Fire Department – The Fire Department and EMS was given by Phillip Nelson.  There were eight ems runs, one PHI airlift and no fires.  Mr. Nelson also reported that the Fire & Rescue Department went to the Heliport and wanted to let the Council and Mayor know how much they appreciated what had been done at the Airport.   Mayor Pro-Tem George Immerwahr ask Mr. Nelson if there were any upcoming plans for the new fire facility.  Mr. Nelson reported that they were lucky enough to have someone to write a grant and they were still working on it.
d. Financial Administration- Working on the ICIP and NMED Survey.
e. Announcements from Mayor and Council.  Councilperson Larry Zamora asked about the progress of the Multipurpose Building.  Mayor Riley stated that they are framing up for the slab to be poured and the plumbing was in and moving forward.
7. OLD BUSINESS: 
a. No Old Business at this time.
8. NEW BUSINESS:   
a. Update on the Comprehensive Plan – Bohannan Huston.  Roy Gibson was here to give the update and stated that just before he left the Office that NMFA had given their approval of the Comprehensive Plan but it was too late to be put on the agenda as an action item and will be placed on the next agenda for approval.
b. Mr. Ron Hendricks to address the Mayor and Council.  Mr. Hendricks showed the Council and the Mayor a map of the new building and had concerns about the “alleys” and one street that apparently were never recorded to be closed when the School was built back in the 60’s.  After explaining to the Council and the Mayor, he will present the paper work needed to show the closed alley and street at the next meeting and they can move forward with construction plans.
EXECUTIVE SESSION: 

a. Executive Session was called by Mayor Riley.  Councilperson Barbara Chung made the motion to move to Executive Session to discuss pending litigations and was interrupted by Dan Embree who did not have the floor and was told so by Mayor Riley.  When Mayor Riley asked for a second, Mr. Embree proceeded to interrupt again and the Mayor asked Chief Chung and Officer Torrez to remove Mr. Embree from the building.  Mayor Riley ask for a second and Councilperson Larry Zamora second the motion and the meeting moved to Executive Session at 6:20 pm with a roll call vote from the Mayor of all for.  As the Mayor and Council moved to Executive Session, Mr. Embree would not leave voluntarily from the meeting. He insisted on being arrested and then he would go peacefully. At this time Mr. Embree slid from the edge of his chair onto the floor, waiting to be taken out of the meeting in protest. Chief Chung did not want to arrest him and therefore they removed him from the building physically. This whole procedure was filmed by Tomas Wolf on his cell phone.
b. Reconvened from Executive Session at 6:45 pm with a roll call vote from Mayor Riley, all for.  A motion from Councilperson Barbara Chung with the decision to have the Town Attorney draft a letter and have it sent to the Attorney General to investigate the allegations made by Dan Embree.  There was a second from Mayor Pro-Tem George Immerwahr.  All in favor and motion carried.
